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Water crisis threatens Chatsworth 
A growing water crisis in Chatsworth has sparked 
concern and action among local residents, who 
staged a peaceful protest holding placards and 
chanting “Water for all” to draw attention to their 
dire situation. The protest remained calm and 
orderly.  For weeks, parts of Chatsworth have 
faced inconsistent water supply, with many areas 
experiencing dry taps for days at a time. 
Residents have been forced to rely on water 
tankers or borehole water to meet their daily 
needs, a situation that has raised serious health 
and hygiene concerns, especially for the elderly 
and young children. 
“This is not just a minor inconvenience,” said 

Derrick Govender, a resident that was part of 
the peaceful protest and a communityactivist.   
“This is about our basic human right to water. 
We’er not asking for luxuries, we just want 
consistent access to clean, safe water.”  Environ-
mental activists and civil society organizations 
have expressed solidarity with the people of 
Chatsworth, urging authorities to prioritize 
water management and infrastructure invest-
ment. The Chatsworth water crisis is not new. 
For over a year, residents have reported erratic 
water supply and lack of accountability from 
city o�cials. The problem has worsened due to 
ageing infrastructure.   Following the protest 

and the hard e�ort that residents have put 
in, there is no feedback from the municipal 
o�cials. Residents made it clear that this is 
not the end of their advocacy. Many are now 
calling for “a permanent, reliable water 
supply and a published emergency water 
distribution schedule.   The Chatsworth 
water crisis is more than a service issue, it is 
a growing humanitarian concern. With 
pressure mounting from residents and civil 
society groups, the coming weeks may 
prove crucial in determining weather local 
government will respond with the urgency 
and transparency.
